@ 7 p.m.

Therebs something fascinating about border towns. Wh o
fireworks, gamble, or even to get married? Here are border towns with names as unique as the places
themselves, names that bridge the boundaries.

Robert D. Temple brings you a quirky, fascinating, and wholly entertaining look at more than eighty

Author of many professional books, she wrote Dreaming the Maya Fifth
Sun: A Novel of Maya Wisdom and the 2012 Shift in Consciousness, Infinity Pub., 2006, a story of Maya
calendar knowledge, mysticism and prophecy and their relevance for our planet today.
